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Fire Sprinkler Association Makes Donation Of Demonstration Trailer To Chicago Area Fire Inspectors

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The mobile trailer is to be used by the NIFIS as part of a high visibility public education campaign promoting sprinkler technology in the Greater Chicagoland area. Specially modified by a team of NFSA contractors, the trailer seats up to eight individuals who can watch from behind heat-treated glass as an actual fire is extinguished by a built-in sprinkler system. High visibility windows surround the trailer's demonstration area to permit the less daring to observe a sprinkler activation from outside. 
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"This donation enables the NIFIA to promote on a local basis the value of sprinkler systems in fire safety," said Smith. "The lack of public awareness of the viability of sprinkler systems is a serious national problem, as more than 3,500 Americans die in fires annually." 
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In 1994, the NFSA donated its first sprinkler trailer to the Illinois Fire Inspectors Association. Traveling from one city to the next, that trailer has been used in thousands of demonstrations. It was the popularity of the demonstration unit that led to today's [image: image8.jpg]


donation of a second trailer.
