Sprinkler Industry Golf Outing Raises $30,000 For Young Victims Of Fire

Waukegan, IL, June 8, 1999 -- The Fourth Annual Illinois Burn Camp Invitational, held Monday, June 7, 1999, at the Glen Flora Country Club in Waukegan, Illinois, raised $30,000 in support of the Illinois Burn Camp, a week-long summer vacation for children who have suffered serious injuries from fire. To date, the golf outings have raised nearly $80,000 for the camp.

Other highlights from yesterday's event included a hole-in-one scored by Fox Sports newscaster and the voice of the Chicago Bulls Tom Dore who took home $10,000 for his feat. Dore plans to donate part of his winnings to the camp.

The charity golf outing, jointly sponsored by the Northern Illinois Chapter of the National Fire Sprinkler Association (NFSA) and the Illinois Fire Prevention Association (IFPA), drew 126 golfers.

Held each summer, the Illinois Burn Camp offers a variety of unique activities that deal with the special needs of a burn survivor. The staff includes counselors as well as doctors, nurses, social workers, physical therapists and fire service personnel who volunteer their time.

Established in 1905, NFSA is a trade association comprised of installers and manufacturers of fire sprinklers and related equipment and services. The Northern Illinois Chapter has over 50 contractor and vendors.
